AUTHOR(S): Centered, presenting author underlined, Times New Roman 12 points. AFFILIATION(S) AND FULL ADDRESS (ES): Centered, italic, 11 point. In the case of different affiliations of the authors, specify with superscript 1, 2, etc. Include e-mail of corresponding author. MAIN TEXT: Times New Roman 12 points. Left and right justified. No indent. FIGURES: Located within the text. REFERENCES: Placed in square brackets [1, 2, ...] in the text and cited at the bottom of the abstract. 
Abstract should be submitted in OFFICE WORD format and also in PDF.
